As we
are a community with a family-centered school model, we wish to spread the
opportunities to serve and bless one another across each family. To that end, we are
instituting a Family Service Points Program. The goal of this is to make the point
system generous so that all families are able to achieve their points. In some
instances, students may be able to assist their family in fulfilling points.

Many of you will see that you generously serve in the areas listed below already. There
are a variety of ways to get involved and serve and you will be able to select how you
fulfill those points. You will be able to record service points in FACTS on your family’s
account from a drop-down menu that will be updated as events and needs occur.
More information will be forthcoming. We're looking forward to being able to serve
alongside each of you in the coming year as we continue to make Oakdale a great
place to be.

To that end, each family is required to complete 100 service points. Points that are left
unfulfilled will be billed through FACTS at $10/point.
